Switch 3
This switch determines the performance of the AC Cloud Control. Running in High-Performance mode
means maximum consumption and maximum performance.

Switch 4

This switch determines the Wi-Fi range of the AC Cloud Control. Consider that changing this switch
may affect the AC Cloud Control Wi-Fi communication, making impossible for the AC Cloud Control in
a running installation to reach the current access point or Wi-Fi network to which is connected.

Important: In very specific installations, the Indoor Unit port consumption may be overpassed, making
the AC Cloud Control reboot. If that happens, decrease the AC Cloud Control consumption using SW3
and SW4.

NOTE: To save the switch setup, disconnect the indoor unit from the main power or the AC Cloud
Control from the Indoor Unit.

6. Ambient Temperature

To obtain the ambient temperature, set the Indoor Unit as follows.
e Connect the AC Cloud Control to the Indoor Unit and the standard wall controller and start the
room temperature sensor on the wall controller.
e Setthe wall controller to send the Ambient Temperature. Detailed information on how to set up
the wall control can be found in the image below, extracted from the Fujitsu remote controller

manual.

Press the THERMO SENSOR button to select whether the &
room temperature is detected at the indoor unit (remote
sensor) or the remote controller.

When the "E thermo sensor display appears, the room
temperature is detected at the remote controller.

In order to detect the room temperature correctly, consult authorized service
personnel when using this function.

If this function is locked, the location where the room temperature is detected cannot be changed and the [Eaall mark
flashes when the THERMO SENSOR button is pushed.
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
